1) The building that houses our current Library was built through 
the Morro Bay Friends of the Library fundraising efforts and was 
gifted to the City in 1987.

2) The City provides custodial support for the Program Room in 
the Library and maintenance of the parking lot area adjacent to 
the Library.

3) The City gains revenue income from the rental of the Program 
Room at the Morro Bay Library.

4) The County provides over $600,000 annually for library opera-
tions which also includes maintenance, custodial, and upkeep of 
the grounds. This investment by the County directly bene�ts our 
community of Morro Bay.

5) The Library lease between the County and City of Morro Bay 
expires in July 2010.
